 At its meeting of June 3, 2014, the Salisbury Board of Health issued a public health nuisance declaration regarding feeding of birds, wildlife, and other animals in the Ocean Front North, Ocean Front South and Broadway areas in the Beach Center District. The Board was requested by Town Manager Neil Harrington to investigate the potential for disease and the likelihood of a general nuisance being created when birds and wildlife are fed by beachgoers. After determining that birds and wildlife deposit droppings which carry disease and create a public health nuisance, the Board of Health issued a public health nuisance declaration against feeding wildlife in these busy sections of Salisbury Beach.
 

Although the Board understands that people like to feed wildlife, the activity creates unwanted bird droppings that can spread disease and attracts animals that may become aggressive toward humans. Therefore, feeding wildlife at the beach center district is prohibited and subject to fines of $100.00-$1000.00, effective immediately. The Town Manager has authorized signage to be posted, which will occur within the next two weeks.
