OLD BUSINESS:   

1. Vice Chairman Santos reported approval of the By Law revisions are still stalled awaiting approval of the Director of Law Enforcement of the Mass. Environmental Police. Our repeated attempts to contact him have remained unanswered.  The matter has now been turned over to the Town’s attorneys.
2. No action has been taken on the project to upgrade the patrol boat’s warning lighting system. 

3. The Harbormaster reported no progress on the project to upgrade the electronics (radar, GPS, depth sounder) on the patrol boat is approximately 85% finished.

4. The Harbormaster reported no progress on the matter of disposal of Avanti To.  Also, no progress on attempting to collect costs incurred in its salvage.

5. Deputy Harbormaster Santos reported the project to rebuild the Mooring Puller hull is completed.
NEW BUSINESS:
1. The Commission voted, unanimously, to approve a plan to replace the present pump out boat and retain the old “Downwinder’ for use as an axillary patrol/work boat.
